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Summary

e Caveat: IPS Prism Survey Is of Prism participants
and the findings are not generalisable to
Singaporeans.

o Given that it is a future-oriented project, an over-
representation of the young gives us a sense of how
they will shape the future.

 The main message from IPS Prism participants Is
that governance must be morally-directed; that a big
state Is still important and it should provide its
support In a way that ‘teaches people how to fish'.
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Summary

* The elderly should receive first priority for state
support but ideally, not at the expense of youths.

e The political system must ensure that there is a
good representation of the interests and
concerns of everyone across society.

* This is a nuanced form of SingaGives.
